Some of her career highlights include winning the 
U.S. Open twice, in 1979 and 1981, and Wimbledon in 1980.  She also 
played for the U.S. on three winning Federation Cup teams from 1978 
to 1980.  Currently, Austin serves as a television commentator for 
USA Network, is an inspirational speaker, and conducts Cardio Tennis 
sessions across the country. 

Dick Gould
After 38 years and 17 national titles, Dick retired from Stanford 
University at the end of the 2003-04 season. Dick remains involved 
with Stanford tennis as the John L. Hinds Director of Tennis for the 
university, and was instrumental in securing the bid to host the first-ever 
combined men’s and women’s NCAA tennis championships at Stanford 
in 2006.  Wilson Sporting Goods and the ITA named him the Coach 
of the Decade in men’s collegiate tennis during the 1980s and 1990s. 
Gould’s Stanford teams captured six NCAA team titles in both the 1980s 
and 1990s. Gould was also named the 2000 ITA Coach of the Year.
